Phase 2 — After six months, we will move into long-term recovery efforts, focusing on
repairing and rebuilding homes. Depending on the availability of funds, we may
proceed with a Global Grant project during this stage.

Implementation Details:

1. We have established a committee under the project name “Stream of Compassion
Disaster Relief Fund” to oversee donations and allocate funds and supplies according
to assessed needs from the affected areas.

2. On-site coordination will be supported by Rotarians in Myanmar who are located
directly in the disaster zones. They are responsible for assessing the situation,
identifying affected communities, and prioritizing urgent needs—especially in areas
that are hard to reach by government or other agencies.

From May 1-4, 2025, the committee of the “Stream of Compassion Disaster Relief
Fund” will travel to Mandalay, Myanmar to conduct a site visit and assess the short-
term and long-term needs.

During this trip, the committee will also hold a coordination meeting with the local
team in Myanmar to ensure effective and transparent use of the donations you kindly
plan to provide.

Your generous contribution would reflect the true spirit of friendship and compassion,
and we in District 3350 would be deeply moved and grateful for your kindness.

May this act of giving bring you happiness, good health, and continued success in all
your endeavors.
